Adverbs work very well

Adverbs that modify a verb
Answer questions like how, when & where

He walked quickly, she left soon,

We ran down the avenue.

Adverbs can modify adjectives
They tell how much or to what extent

It’s super ugly, she is awfully thin

He has a ridiculously silly grin.

Adverbs modify other adverbs
Not just nouns and not just verbs:

He is running very quickly, she is really,

 very thin

We almost immediately fell in.
